The City of Lawrence is no longer a small sleepy burg, but has grown steadily to the point that we now 
have a larger population than both Richmond and Columbus. Still, those of us who work for the city 
have retained the small town values that are crucial to our continued success. As always, our motto

Even in these difficult economic times, the City of Lawrence saw over 2,000 new jobs 
arrive. These jobs were mainly at the Finance Center and Monarch Beverage. The Finance 
Center has seen its jobs boom as other federal offices were consolidated. The Finance 
Center is a remarkable story in itself. It is either 
the second or third largest federal building in the 
United States at over 1.5 million square feet. 
Much of the U S military activity all over the 
world is paid through this facility. Even the 
President of the United States is paid out of the 
City of Lawrence.  

In 2009, Monarch Beverage opened up their 
480,000 square foot facility on Pendleton Pike. 
Not only is it a state of the art distribution center 
costing over $40 million, it also brought 680 new 
employees to our City.  

2009 also saw construction start on a new retail 
center anchored by LA Fitness. This is one of the few new retail centers 
constructed anywhere in Central Indiana in 2009.  

The long awaited Pendleton Pike improvements were completed this year. 
This 6-year project, whose final phase alone cost $27 million dollars, 
promises to eventually bring in 85,000 daily travelers through our City.  

Construction also began on the new armory which will ultimately bring over a hundred new employees 
to our City.

Water Customers 

Lawrence Utility water customers 
need to be aware of a change in  
our disinfection practice beginning 
April 15th. Customers that are 
undergoing home dialysis 
treatment should consult with their 
treatment provider and inform them 
of the temporary change to make 
necessary changes in treatment. 
Customers with aquariums and 
sensitive plants place water in an  
open container and allowed it to set 
over night to let the disinfectant 
dissipate before filling tanks and 
watering plants. Indian Lake will be 
flushed May 2nd - May 6th during 
normal business hours.  From May 
9th through May 31st, we will be 

flushing hydrants 
throughout the 
remaining parts of the 
City at night (10PM to 
6AM).
