17LSV05 (7113 E 56th St) Variance of development standards of the Consolidated Zoning and Subdivision Ordinance to provide for a commercial use, with five parking spaces (seven required), with a five-foot front transitional yard along 56th Street (20 feet required), five-foot front yard along Shadeland Way (10-foot setback required), and with zero bike spaces (10% of parking or one required).

4. The proposed accessory storage garage for the retail use shall be no larger than 500 square feet.

5. Any freestanding sign shall be limited to the freestanding sign indicated in Photograph Two (Exhibit “B”) of this Staff Report. If a revised Sign face design would be proposed, the proposed modification shall be submitted for Administrator’s Approval, prior to the issuance of an Improvement Location Permit.The commercial
