MEMBERS PRESENT:  Council Members Joe Williams, Lisa Chavis, Tom Shevlot, Sherron Freeman, Greg Allen, William Tyrrell Giles, Rick Wells, Elizabeth Wheeler and Bob Jones were present.

ALSO PRESENT:  Clerk Kathleen Walton and Attorney Jonathan Hughes (Bose McKinney & Evans LLP)
STAFF PRESENT: Mayor Collier, Corporation Council Johnson, Deputy Police Chief Bigsbee, Fire Chief Batalis, Firefighter Farmer and Park Superintendent Martin were present.

Councilor Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 

COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS:  Councilor Wheeler said the 2017 meeting schedule for the Code Committee will be posted soon.  She went on to say that she has requested that Mayor Collier provide an update on stormwater initiatives within the City of Lawrence.  Similarly, Councilor Jones has requested an update from the Mayor on a safe site for the City Building.  Councilor Shevlot thanked the Administration for investing in new chairs and cameras for the Public Assembly Room.  Councilor Wells and Councilor Giles expressed interest in the plans for the 46th Street and Franklin Road intersection.  Councilor Freeman said she sent a list of questions on January 18, 2017 to Mayor Collier that he would address later in this meeting.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Councilor Wheeler moved to approve the minutes of the regular meetings on January 3, 2017 and January 18, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Wells and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS:  Councilor Giles moved to approve Payroll Claims for $795,392.72 [January 15, 2017 payroll] and invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $1,405,968.87].  The motion was seconded by Councilor Chavis. Following discussion, by a show of hands, the vote to approve the vouchers carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:  None
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  Proposal No. 1, 2017, adopting and enacting a tenth supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Lawrence, Indiana, remains in the Code Committee.  Attorney Hughes said we are waiting on a response from American Legal Publishing.
NEW BUSINESS:  Councilor Williams said nominations for a member of the Economic Development Commission were open for consideration.  Councilor Wheeler nominated Elaine Duszynski.  Councilor Williams announced that, there being no further nominations, nominations were closed.  Clerk Walton distributed paper ballots.  The Clerk tallied the votes.  Nine votes were cast, 9 votes for Elaine Duszynski.   Clerk Walton announced that Elaine Duszynski was elected to the Economic Development Commission.
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Proposal No. 4, 2017, establishing a policy to promote utilization of minority-owned, women-owned, veteran-owned and disability-owned business enterprises for public works projects, procurement of goods, and services in the City of Lawrence, was introduced and read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Williams assigned Proposal No. 4, 2017 to the Code Committee.
ADMINISTRATION COMMENTS:  Mayor Collier addressed the Council:  
· Mayor Collier introduced David Johnson, the new Corporation Counsel.
· The Mayor then responded to the 11 questions submitted to him from Councilor Freeman on January 18, 2017.
