Regular Meeting
MEMBERS PRESENT: Council Members Joe Williams, Lisa Chavis, Sherron Freeman, William Tyrrell Giles, Elizabeth Wheeler, Greg Allen, Tom Shevlot and Rick Wells and were present
ALSO PRESENT:  Clerk Kathleen Walton and Attorney Kristina Wheeler (Bose McKinney & Evans LLP)
STAFF PRESENT: Mayor Collier, Controller/Deputy Mayor Fenwick, Deputy Controller Streeter, Corporation Counsel Gutting, Corporation Counsel Johnson, Fire Chief Batalis, Deputy Police Chief Bigsbee, Utility Superintendent Salsbery, Assistant Utility Superintendent Wanner, Director of Crime Watch Sokol, Human Resources Director Steans and Firefighter Farmer were present.
Council President Joe Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 
COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS: Councilor Wells withdrew Proposal No. 5, 2017 and Proposal No. 6, 2017.  There was discussion between Councilor Wells and Councilor Allen regarding the two proposals. 
APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS:  Councilor Freeman moved to approve Payroll Claims for $802,709.39 [March 31, 2017 payroll], Payroll Claims for $798,613.83 [April 15, 2017 payroll] and invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $990,113.89].  The motion was seconded by Councilor Chavis.  By a show of hands, the motion to approve the vouchers carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:  Councilor Wheeler said the Code Committee met on April 17, 2017 at 6pm.  The Code Committee recommended a do pass for Proposal No. 4, 2017 and a do not pass for Proposal No. 5, 2017 and Proposal No. 6, 2017.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  Proposal No. 4, 2017, establishing a policy to promote utilization of minority-owned, women-owned, veteran-owned and disability-owned business enterprises for public works projects, procurement of goods, and services in the City of Lawrence, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Giles moved to adopt Proposal No. 4, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Wheeler. Following discussion, by a show of hands, the motion to adopt Proposal No. 4, 2017 carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
Proposal No. 5, 2017, concerning the transfer of property located at 4423 N. Shadeland Avenue to fund an animal shelter, was withdrawn by Councilor Wells.
Proposal No. 6, 2017, repealing code provisions related to amusement device permitting and fees, was withdrawn by Councilor Wells.
Proposal No. 7, 2017, establishing the rates and charges for the use of and services rendered by the waterworks of the City of Lawrence, Indiana, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Williams asked Attorney Kristina Wheeler to discuss the process for Proposal No. 7, 2017 and Proposal No. 8, 2017.  Attorney Kristina Wheeler explained the history of the two 
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proposals and the steps necessary to place them in committee and to be considered for adoption on May 1, 2017.  There will be a public hearing on Proposal No. 7, 2017 on May 1, 2017 at 6:30 p.m.  Following discussion, Councilor Giles moved to accept Proposal No. 7, 2017 as amended in place of the original proposal.  The motion to accept amended Proposal No. 7, 2017 was seconded by Councilor Shevlot.  Following discussion, by a show of hands, the motion to accept amended Proposal No. 7, 2017 carried by the following vote of the Council: Six (6) aye votes and two (2) nay votes (Councilors Wheeler and Freeman).  Councilor Williams assigned Proposal No. 7, 2017 to the Committee of the Whole.  They will meet on April 26, 2017 at 6:30 p.m.
Proposal No. 8, 2017, authorizing the acquisition, construction and installation by the City of Lawrence, Indiana, of certain improvements and extensions to the City’s waterworks, the issuance and sale of revenue bonds to provide funds for the payment of the costs thereof, and the collection, segregation and distribution of the revenues of such waterworks and other related matters, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Williams asked Corporation Counsel Gutting to clarify Proposal No. 8, 2017.  Corporation Counsel Gutting discussed Proposal No. 8, 2017.  There will be an amended version.  Councilor Williams assigned Proposal No. 8, 2017 to the Committee of the Whole. They will meet on April 26, 2017 at 6:30 p.m.     

NEW BUSINESS:  President Joe Williams requested acceptance of the Uniform Conflict Of Interest Statement for Bob Jones.  Councilor Wells moved to accept the Uniform Conflict of Interest Statement for Bob Jones.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Wheeler.  By a show of hands, the vote carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
President Joe Williams requested acceptance of the Uniform Conflict Of Interest Statement for Sherron Freeman.  Councilor Wheeler moved to accept the Uniform Conflict of Interest Statement for Sherron Freeman.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Allen.  By a show of hands, the motion carried by the following vote of the Council:  Seven (7) aye votes and one (1) abstention (Councilor Freeman).
