Representative for petitioner, Jared Danilson, presented the case for a Variance of Use of Table 743-1 to allow an outdoor artificial turf soccer filed with outdoor lighting.  Future improvements will include a press box, scoreboard, maintenance building and a concession stand.

Larry Calloway, Marion County DMD, recommends approval with 3 commitments outlined in staff report
William Anthony, City of Lawrence DPW, recommends approval with 3 commitments outlined in DMD staff report

The petition was approved 5-0 with the following Commitments:

1.  A 53-foot half right-of-way shall be dedicated along 62nd Street. This dedication should be conveyed as a grant to the DPW within 60 days of rezoning. No additional easements shall be granted in the area to be dedicated as public right-of-way. 

2. The soccer field should be reduced in length and/or moved northward to provide for the Ordinance-required minimum 10-foot setback from the proposed 53-foot half right-of-way dedication. 

3. The hours of operation for the outdoor lighted soccer field shall be limited to no later than 11:00 pm.
