OLD BUSINESS:

17LSV05 (7113 E 56th St) Petitioner representative, Russell Brown, presented the case for a Variance of development standards of the Consolidated Zoning and Subdivision Ordinance to provide for a commercial use, with five parking spaces (seven required), with a five-foot front transitional yard along 56th Street (20 feet required), five-foot front yard along Shadeland Way (10-foot setback required), and with zero bike spaces (10% of parking or one required).

17LUSV10 (11934 E 79th St)

Joseph Lese, petitioner representative, presented the case for a Variance of Use of the Consolidated Zoning and Subdivision Ordinance to provide for a second single-family dwelling (not permitted).

17LSV11 (12216 E 75th St)

Property owner, Caleb Hart, presented the case for a  Variance of development standards of the Consolidated Zoning and Subdivision Ordinance to allow a 288 square foot barn to be built prior to a main dwelling (743.301(a))
Larry, DMD Marion County, recommends the petitioner amend the petition to: legally establish the 0.59-acre lot, with zero feet of lot frontage, zero feet of lot width and without direct access to a public street, in order for a single-family dwelling to be erected on this 0.59-acre parcel.
William Anthony, City of Lawrence DPW, recommend the petition amend the petition

17LSV12 (9515 Pendleton Pike)

Angela Stacer, petitioner representative, presented the case for a Variance of development standards of the Consolidated Zoning and Subdivision Ordinance to provide for the replacement of existing 253-square foot sign panels with two sign panels approximating 201 square feet, including a 51-square foot electronic variable message sign, on an approximately 40-foot tall, freestanding sign, with an existing five-foot front setback (electronic variable message signs not permitted within 600 feet of a protected district, 15-foot front setback required)
Larry, DMD Marion County, recommends denial.

William Anthony, City of Lawrence DPW, recommends denial
The Board voted and unanimously passed the petition with the following commitments:
· EMC will be off between 12:00am and 6:00am daily

· EMC screen will have one consistent static image during the rush hours of 7:30am to 9:00am and 4:00pm to 6:00pm during the weekdays (Monday-Friday)

· No flashing or scrolling messages, must change instantaneously from one static message to another

· Maximum of four (4) messages as follows:

· Nightly Rate

· Weekly Rate

· Large Kitchens

· Check In Special

· Message change no faster than every 30 seconds

· EMC shall utilize a system which shall automatically regulate the brightness and dim the message when appropriate
