Resolution 2016-1 – approving the purchase of Fire Fighting Equipment was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Fire Chief Batalis discussed Resolution 2016-1.  Following discussion, Mrs. Ashcraft moved to approve Resolution 2016-1pending review and approval by City legal and the Controller for the purchase.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Forcum and carried 3-0.
Director of Code Enforcement Anthony and Executive Administrative Assistant Rafala requested approval of a contract between the City of Lawrence and DLZ Indiana, LLC for safe routes to school – Amy Beverland.  Following discussion, Mrs. Ashcraft moved to approve the contract pending review and approval from City Legal and the Controller.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Forcum and carried 3-0.
Executive Administrative Assistant Rafala discussed an appeal from AAA Heating & Cooling for a fine imposed at 7430 Fairway Circle W. Drive.  No one from AAA Heating & Cooling was present.  Following discussion, Mr. Forcum moved to deny the appeal.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Ashcraft and carried 3-0.
Police Chief Hofmann requested approval of Greg Swingle as a Police Reserve Officer.  Mrs. Ashcraft moved to approve the request.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Forcum and carried 3-0.
