Hoosier Contractors, 6273 Twyckenham Drive Appeal

Director of Public Works and Code Enforcement Anthony discussed an appeal from Hoosier Contractors for fines imposed at 6273 Twyckenham Drive ($360 permit fine and $2,500 licensing fine).  There have been 5 instances in the last 9 months where fines have been imposed on Hoosier Contractors in the City of Lawrence. The company was represented tonight by Mr. Brian Schaible.  Mr. Schaible discussed the stop work orders and the appeal of the fines.  Following a lengthy discussion, that included Mr. Schaible, members of the Board, Mayor Collier, Director of Public Works and Code Enforcement Anthony and Executive Assistant Rafala, Mr. Forcum moved to deny the appeal.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Ashcraft and carried 3-0.
Mrs. Ashcraft moved to have a public hearing for a mandatory 6 month contractor’s license suspension for Hoosier Contractors on April 13, 2017 at 5:00 p.m.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Forcum and carried 3-0.
