Riley Signs Appeal

The company was represented tonight by Mr. Doug Tatman and Ted Riley.  Mr. Tatman discussed the appeal of the fine.  He said $1,000 was an excessive fine.  Executive Administrative Assistant Rafala discussed the appeal from Riley Signs for a fine imposed.  She distributed a packet to the Board from the City of Indianapolis showing the history of the permit.  Following discussion, the Board voted unanimously to uphold the fine for Riley Signs.  The motion was made by Mr. Freeman and seconded by Mrs. Ashcraft.  
Director of Administration and Code Compliance Anthony requested approval of a contract with Shrewsberry & Associates, LLC for creation of bid package for certain road resurfacing projects.  Following discussion, Mrs. Ashcraft moved to approve the contract.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Freeman and carried 2-0.
Director of Administration and Code Compliance Anthony said the quotes for fuel delivery services have been reviewed and the specs evaluated with 3 criteria. Mr. Anthony requested the RFQ for fuel delivery services be awarded to Co-Alliance LLP.  Mrs. Ashcraft moved to award the quote for fuel delivery services to Co-Alliance LLP.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Freeman and carried 2-0.
