MEMBERS PRESENT:  Council Members Joe Williams, Lisa Chavis, Tom Shevlot, Sherron Freeman, William Tyrrell Giles, Bob Jones, Rick Wells and Elizabeth Wheeler were present.

Council President Joe Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 
There was a presentation of Blue Star Banners.
COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS:  Councilor Shevlot discussed concerns about flooding issues in Seven Oaks.  He also said the Fort Harrison State Park has a dog walk every Sunday at 1:00 p.m.  Councilor Shevlot reported that he attended a Fraternal Order of Police Lodge #159 retirement dinner last Friday.  Councilor Chavis reported that she received a letter from the Fox Point Home Owners Association requesting that future street repairs go beyond temporary patching of pot holes.  Councilor Freeman expressed concern that some school signs are not in place.  Additionally, she noted that storm sewer grids at 7800 Twin Beech Drive are missing.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Councilor Giles moved to approve the minutes of the regular meetings on April 4, 2016 and April 20, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Jones and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS: Councilor Wheeler moved to approve Invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $403,323.08]. The motion was seconded by Councilor Shevlot.  Following discussion, by a show of hands, the motion carried by the following vote of the Council:  Seven (7) aye votes and one (1) nay vote (Councilor Wells).  
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:  Councilor Wheeler said the Code Committee met and discussed Proposal No. 4, 2016 and recommended a do pass.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  Proposal No. 4, 2016, amending Title 3, Article 1, Chapter 3, Sections 1, 3, 4, 7, and 8 of the City of Lawrence, Indiana Code of Ordinances with respect to the City of Lawrence Fire Department, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Wheeler moved to adopt Proposal No. 4, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Freeman.

NEW BUSINESS:  Council President Williams requested approval of a professional service contract with Barnes & Thornburg LLP (Jim Gutting) for legal services.  Councilor Shevlot moved to approval a professional service contract with Barnes & Thornburg LLP.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Giles and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.   
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Council President Williams requested approval of a professional service contract with The Hoff Law Firm (Maura Hoff) for legal services.  Councilor Giles moved to approval a professional service contract with The Hoff Law Firm.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Freeman and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.   
Resolution No. 7, 2016, concerning $25,000 threshold in Lawrence Code 1-1-2-12(a), was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Giles moved to adopt Resolution No. 7, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Wheeler.  Following discussion, Councilor Giles moved to place Resolution No. 7, 2016 in the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Jones and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
Proposal No. 5, 2016, adopting Internal Control Standards and Procedures developed by the Indiana State Board of Accounts, was introduced and read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Williams assigned Proposal No. 5, 2016 to the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee.
