NEW BUSINESS:  President Joe Williams requested acceptance of the Uniform Conflict Of Interest Statement for Renea Rafala. Following discussion, by a show of hands, the vote carried by the following vote of the Council:  Eight (8) aye votes and one (1) abstention (Councilor Wells).
