MEMBERS PRESENT:  Council Members Joe Williams, Lisa Chavis, Tom Shevlot, Sherron Freeman, William Tyrrell Giles, Rick Wells, Elizabeth Wheeler, Bob Jones and Greg Allen were present.

Council President Joe Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 
COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS:  Councilor Wheeler recognized the employees of the Department of Public Works for the great job they did for the last snowfall.  Councilor Freeman inquired about the stop sign at Welker and Wellborne that was approved last year.  Councilor Wells discussed complaints about parking tickets on 48th and 49th Street.  He said to contact the Police Department if anyone has a question about the ticket they received. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Councilor Freeman moved to approve the minutes of the regular meetings on February 1, 2016 and February 17, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Giles and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS: Councilor Freeman moved to approve Payroll Claims for $807,780.05 [February 29, 2016 payroll] and invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $1,087,630.92]. The motion was seconded by Councilor Chavis.  Following discussion, by a show of hands, the vote to approve the vouchers carried by the following vote of the Council:  Eight (8) aye votes and one (1) nay vote (Councilor Wells).  

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:  Councilor Giles said the Administrative, Budget and Finance Committee met and discussed Resolution No. 1, 2016 and unpaid legal invoices for Bose McKinney & Evans.  Councilor Wheeler said the Code Committee met and recommended a do pass for Amended Proposal No. 1, 2016.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:   Proposal No. 1, 2016, amending Title 3, Article 3, Chapter 8, Sections 2, 3(B), 7, 12, 13(A)(2), 14(A), 16 and 18  of the Municipal Code of the City of Lawrence, Indiana with respect to private emergency alarm systems, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Jones moved to accept Proposal No. 1, 2016 as amended in place of the original proposal.  The motion to amend Proposal No. 1, 2016 was seconded by Councilor Wheeler and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council. Councilor Wheeler moved to adopt amended Proposal No. 1, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Freeman and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.    
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NEW BUSINESS:  Resolution No. 3, 2016, commending Officer Dustin VanTreese: Officer and Hero, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Freeman read Resolution No. 3, 2016 in its entirety and presented Officer VanTreese with a Common Council recognition trophy.  Councilor Wells moved to adopt Resolution No. 3, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Jones and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.

ADMINISTRATION COMMENTS:  Mayor Collier and Controller Fenwick addressed the Council.  Controller Fenwick distributed and discussed 3 handouts to the Common Council: January 2016 Monthly Finance Report, 2016 budget adjustments and General Fund – Source of Funds.  Questions on these reports will be addressed at the mid-month meeting on March 16, 2016.  Controller Fenwick responded to questions from the Common Council.
