Regular Meeting
MEMBERS PRESENT: Council Members Joe Williams, Lisa Chavis, Tom Shevlot, Sherron Freeman, William Tyrrell Giles, Rick Wells, Elizabeth Wheeler, Bob Jones and Greg Allen were present
ALSO PRESENT:  Clerk Kathleen Walton and Attorney Jonathan Hughes (Bose McKinney & Evans LLP)
STAFF PRESENT: Mayor Collier, Controller Fenwick, City Attorney Hoff, Fire Chief Batalis, Police Chief Hofmann, Deputy Police Chief Bigsbee, Deputy Police Chief Woodruff, Director of Code Enforcement Anthony, Streets and Solid Waste Director Lotts and Park Superintendent Martin were present. 
Council President Joe Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 
COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS:  Councilor Jones suggested that consideration be given to establishing a safe zone at the Lawrence Government Center.  Councilor Wheeler thanked DPW for patching pot holes and inquired about the street lights on 79th Street.  Councilor Freeman thanked the Police and Fire departments for their rapid response when a truck hit a mobile home. She also inquired about sidewalks on Boy Scout Road and Sunnyside Road.  Councilor Wells raised the issue of another failure of the Lawrence Government Center’s heating and air conditioning system.  Councilor Shevlot reported meeting with the president of the Indianapolis Public Library Board and noted that Lawrence Township Schools will be the first in Marion County in which every student receives a library card.
APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS:  Councilor Wheeler moved to approve Payroll Claims for $733,875.28 [March 15, 2015 payroll] and invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $414,012.21]. The motion was seconded by Councilor Freeman.  Following discussion, Councilor Jones moved to amend the motion to set aside voucher number 102179 to Bose McKinney & Evans LLP in the amount of $5,000.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Wells.  By a show of hands, the vote to amend the motion to set aside voucher number 102179 failed by the following vote of the Council:  Two (2) aye votes (Councilors Jones and Wells) and seven (7) nay votes (Councilors Williams, Chavis, Shevlot, Freeman, Giles, Wheeler and Allen). Following discussion, by a show of hands, the vote to approve the vouchers carried by the following vote of the Council:  Seven (7) aye votes (Councilors Williams, Chavis, Shevlot, Freeman, Giles, Wheeler and Allen) and two (2) nay votes (Councilors Jones and Wells).

NEW BUSINESS:  Proposal No. 2, 2016, amending the 2016 budget as approved by the Common Council with respect to the General Fund, Public Safety Tax Fund, Bond #2 Fund, MVH Fund, EMS Fund and Fire Debt Fund, was introduced and read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Williams assigned Proposal No. 2, 2016 to the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee.
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Proposal No. 3, 2016, amending the 2016 budget as approved by the Common Council with respect to transfers within the General Fund, was introduced and read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Williams assigned Proposal No. 3, 2016 to the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee.
Resolution No. 4, 2016, resolving to pay employees as authorized in Amended Ordinance Nos. 18 and 19, 2015 was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Jones moved to adopt Resolution No. 4, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Allen.  Councilor Chavis explained the intent of Resolution No. 4, 2016, and several other Councilors joined the discussion.  By a show of hands, the motion to adopt Resolution No. 4, 2016 carried a unanimous vote of the Council.
ADMINISTRATION COMMENTS:  Mayor Collier addressed the Council.  He discussed:
