June 6, 2016
Regular Meeting

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Council Members Joe Williams, Lisa Chavis, Tom Shevlot, William Tyrrell Giles, Bob Jones, Rick Wells, Greg Allen and Elizabeth Wheeler were present.

ALSO PRESENT:  Executive Assistant Julie Kukolla, Attorney Jonathan Hughes (Bose McKinney & Evans LLP) and 5 Cub Scouts from Pack 127 at Forest Glen Elementary School
STAFF PRESENT: Mayor Collier, Controller/Deputy Mayor Fenwick, Deputy Police Chief Bigsbee, Fire Chief Batalis, Deputy Fire Chief Hardie, Park Superintendent Martin and Firefighter Farmer were present.

Council President Joe Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 
COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS:  Councilor Jones thanked the Administration for the new signage in his district and acknowledged the outstanding extra efforts of Lawrence utilities during the 8” water main break on May 31, 2016.  Councilor Wheeler said she received 4 calls this month requesting a paved trail on 79th/Carroll Road/Oaklandon Road.  It was an issue during the campaign and people have been asking her about it.  She would like it to be a priority.  Councilor Shevlot said he received 3 calls requesting deer crossing signs for Indian Lake Road North.  He said there is a need for them.  Councilor Wells said he was concerned about a sink hole in front of the old school on 46th Street that has expanded and needs cones and repair; Mehaffey Street needs to be repaved; he’s concerned about empty storage tanks in residential areas and what’s in the tanks; he’s concerned about zoning and code issues regarding the tanks; he made comments about the animal shelter. 
There was a presentation by Fred Mills, Director of Government Affairs for IPL.  Mr. Mills responded to questions from the Council.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Councilor Wheeler moved to approve the minutes of the regular meetings on May 2, 2016 and May 18, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Jones and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS: Councilor Wheeler moved to approve Payroll Claims for $864,226.26 [May 15, 2016 payroll], payroll Claims for $786,936.06 [May 31, 2016 payroll] and invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $1,064,690.81]. The motion was seconded by Councilor Giles.  Following discussion, by a show of hands, the motion carried a unanimous vote of the Council.  
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:  Councilor Giles said the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee met and discussed Resolution No. 7, 2016, Proposal No. 5, 2016, Proposal No. 6, 2016 and Proposal No. 8, 2016.  The Committee recommended a do pass for Resolution No. 7, 2016 and Proposal No. 5, 2016 with amendments.  The Committee recommended a do pass for Proposal No. 6, 2016 and Proposal No. 8, 2016.  Councilor Wheeler said the Code Committee met and discussed Proposal No. 7, 2016 and recommended a do pass.  The Committee would also like Med Bill to attend a Council meeting and answer questions from the Council.  
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PUBLIC HEARING: Pursuant to advertising, Councilor Williams opened the floor for the public hearing concerning Proposal No. 8, 2016.  Councilor Williams called for comment and testimony.  There were no public comments.  Thereupon, the public hearing was closed.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  Resolution No. 7, 2016, concerning $25,000 threshold in Lawrence Code 1-1-2-12(a), was read only by title by Executive Assistant Julie Kukolla. Councilor Shevlot moved to accept Resolution No. 7, 2016 as amended in place of the original proposal.  The motion to amend Resolution No. 7, 2016 was seconded by Councilor Giles and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council. Councilor Shevlot moved to adopt amended Resolution No. 7, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Chavis and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.     

Proposal No. 5, 2016, adopting Internal Control Standards and Procedures developed by the Indiana State Board of Accounts, was read only by title by Executive Assistant Julie Kukolla.  Councilor Shevlot moved to accept Proposal No. 5, 2016 as amended in place of the original proposal.  The motion to amend Proposal No. 5, 2016 was seconded by Councilor Jones and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council. Councilor Giles moved to adopt amended Proposal No. 5, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Allen and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.    
Councilor Giles moved to table Proposal No. 6, 2016, amending the 2016 salary ordinances for certain Fire Department personnel, Proposal No. 7, 2016, amending Title 3, Article 1, Chapter 4, Section 2 of the Municipal Code of the City of Lawrence, Indiana with respect to the City of Lawrence Fire Department’s ambulance fee schedule and Proposal No. 8, 2016, amending the 2016 budget as approved by the Common Council with respect to the EMS Fund, until Med Bill could attend a Council meeting and respond to questions.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Chavis and carried by the following vote of the Council:  Six (6) aye votes and two (2) nay votes (Councilors Shevlot and Jones).   Attorney Hughes said Proposal No. 8, 2016 would be available for discussion at the next Council meeting.
NEW BUSINESS:  President Joe Williams requested acceptance of the Uniform Conflict Of Interest Statement for Jason Mooney.  Councilor Wheeler moved to accept the Uniform Conflict of Interest Statement for Jason Mooney.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Wells.  By a show of hands, the vote carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
Council President Williams requested approval of a professional service contract with Sondhi Solutions Exhibits A & B.  Councilor Shevlot moved to approve a professional service contract with Sondhi Solutions.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Jones.  President Jason Sondhi addressed the Council and described the services provided to the City by Sondhi Solutions.  Mr. Sondhi and Controller/Deputy Mayor Fenwick responded to questions from the Council.  Following discussion, Councilor Giles moved to send the contract to the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Wheeler and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
Resolution No. 8, 2016, declaring intent to acquire certain personal property by lease-purchase agreement, was read only by title by Executive Assistant Julie Kukolla.  Councilor Shevlot moved to adopt Resolution No. 8, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Jones and failed 
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by the following vote of the Council: Two (2) aye votes (Councilors Shevlot and Jones) and six (6) nay votes.
Proposal No. 9, 2016, amending the 2016 budget as approved by the Common Council with respect to Fund 257-COIT special distribution and the General Fund, was introduced and read only by title by Executive Assistant Julie Kukolla.  Councilor Williams assigned Proposal No. 9, 2016 to the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee.  
ADMINISTRATION COMMENTS:  Mayor Collier addressed the Council.  He discussed several concerns that were raised earlier in the meeting and responded to questions from the Council.
