MEMBERS PRESENT: Council Members Joe Williams, Lisa Chavis, Sherron Freeman, Elizabeth Wheeler, Rick Wells, Tom Shevlot, Greg Allen and Bob Jones were present
ALSO PRESENT:  Clerk Kathleen Walton and Attorney Kristina Wheeler (Bose McKinney & Evans LLP)
STAFF PRESENT: Controller/Deputy Mayor Fenwick, Corporation Counsel Johnson, Deputy Police Chief Bigsbee and Deputy Controller Streeter were present.
Council President Joe Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 
COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS: Councilor Wheeler said citizens are concerned about the process for a permit for the Holy Cross event in July.  Councilor Shevlot was concerned about the line item in the 2017 budget for EMS revenue.  Councilor Freeman and Councilor Jones expressed concerns about the animal shelter.  Corporation Counsel Johnson discussed the concerns and responded to questions from the Council.  Councilor Williams said he left a message for DPW regarding the need for a better grade of asphalt in Winding Ridge on Sandwood and Elridge.  He said German Church to Pendleton Pike needs to be repaved.  He discussed street signs that are missing.  He also discussed trash along Pendleton Pike.

APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS:  Councilor Freeman moved to approve Invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $1,050,663.92].  The motion was seconded by Councilor Chavis.  By a show of hands, the motion to approve the vouchers carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:  Councilor Chavis said the Administrative, Budget and Finance Committee met on June 15, 2017.  The committee recommended a do pass for Proposal No. 12, 2017 and Resolution No. 6, 2017. Councilor Wheeler said the Code Committee met on June 19, 2017 at 6pm.  The Code Committee recommended a do pass for Proposal No. 10, 2017 and Proposal No. 11, 2017.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  Proposal No. 10 2017, amending the Municipal Code of the City of Lawrence, Indiana to establish a 2 hour parking zone along Lawton Loop E. Drive, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Allen moved to adopt Proposal No. 10, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Wheeler and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.   
Proposal No. 11, 2017, amending the Municipal Code of the City of Lawrence, Indiana to establish a school zone speed limit for the Fortune Academy, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Allen moved to adopt Proposal No. 11, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Wheeler and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.   
Proposal No. 12, 2017, transferring funds within the 2017 budget as approved by the Common Council with respect to transfers within the Administrative Services Fund, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Chavis moved to adopt Proposal No. 12, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Freeman and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.   
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Resolution No. 6, 2017, concerning the transfer of property located at 4423 and 4399 N. Shadeland Avenue to the Lawrence Redevelopment Commission, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Following a discussion among several councilors, Councilor Shevlot moved to accept amended Resolution No. 6, 2017 in place of the original resolution.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Freeman. By a show of hands, the motion carried by the following vote of the Council: Six (6) aye votes and two (2) nay votes (Councilors Wells and Jones).  Following discussion, Councilor Shevlot moved to adopt amended Resolution No. 6, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Freeman and carried by the following vote of the Council: Six (6) aye votes and two (2) nay votes (Councilors Wells and Jones).  
NEW BUSINESS: None
ADMINISTRATION COMMENTS: Controller/Deputy Mayor Fenwick addressed the Council.  He discussed:

· They closed on the state revolving fund loan for the water utility yesterday.  We now have $8.5 million and a low interest rate.
· The EMS Fund revenue for the 2017 budget. There are 3 revenue line items: EMS runs, Medicaid reimbursement and miscellaneous
Mr. Fenwick responded to questions from the Council.
