MEMBERS PRESENT:  Council Members Lisa Chavis, Tom Shevlot, Sherron Freeman, William Tyrrell Giles, Bob Jones, Rick Wells, Greg Allen and Elizabeth Wheeler were present.

Council Vice President Lisa Chavis called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 
There was a presentation by Lori Kaplan, Executive Director of the Central Indiana Regional Transportation Authority (CIRTA).
COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS:  Councilor Giles asked Attorney Hughes to explain the procedures surrounding Proposal No. 12, 2016 at the July 20, 2016 meeting.  Attorney Hughes discussed the process that he relied on regarding Proposal No. 12, 2016.  Councilor Wheeler expressed concerns about a one-way stop in Crystal Point that has turned into a 3-way stop at Briar Hill Drive and Bent Oak Lane.  Councilor Shevlot discussed the need for deer crossing signs on Indian Lake Road.  Councilor Jones thanked Mayor Collier and Police Chief Hofmann for their steps in establishing a safe zone within the Lawrence Government Center.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Councilor Freeman moved to approve the minutes of the regular meetings on July 5, 2016 and July 20, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Jones and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS: Councilor Wheeler moved to approve Payroll Claims for $849,134.59 [July 15, 2016 payroll] and invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $1,118,773.02]. The motion was seconded by Councilor Giles.  By a show of hands, the motion carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:  Councilor Giles said the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee met on July 28, 2016 and discussed Resolution No. 11, 2016, and Proposal No. 13, 2016.  The Committee recommended a do pass for Proposal No. 13, 2016 with amendments.  Resolution No. 11, 2016 is still in Committee.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  Resolution No. 11, 2016, approving the City of Lawrence Redevelopment Commission’s declaratory resolution to expand Pendleton Pike allocation area, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Chavis said Resolution No. 11, 2016 is in the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee.  
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Proposal No. 13, 2016, concerning the salaries for certain Fire Department personnel providing EMS and EMT services, was ready only by title by Clerk Walton. Councilor Giles moved to accept Proposal No. 13, 2016 as amended in place of the original proposal.  The motion to accept amended Proposal No. 13, 2016 was seconded by Councilor Freeman.  Following discussion, that included comments by several members of the Common Council and Controller Fenwick, the vote carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  Councilor Jones moved to adopt amended Proposal No. 13, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Allen and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.     
NEW BUSINESS:  Proposal No. 14, 2016, Title 3, Article 2, Chapter 4, Section 4, Subsection (A) of the Municipal Code of the City of Lawrence, Indiana with respect to no parking zones, was introduced and read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Chavis assigned Proposal No. 14, 2016 to the Code Committee.
ADMINISTRATION COMMENTS:  Mayor Collier addressed the Council.  He discussed National Night Out on August 2, 2016 and Community Safety Day on August 13, 2016.
