Regular Meeting
MEMBERS PRESENT: Council Members Joe Williams, Lisa Chavis, Tom Shevlot, Sherron Freeman, William Tyrrell Giles, Elizabeth Wheeler, Rick Wells, Bob Jones and Greg Allen were present
ALSO PRESENT:  Clerk Kathleen Walton and Attorney Jonathan Hughes (Bose McKinney & Evans LLP)
STAFF PRESENT: Mayor Collier, City Attorney Hoff, Controller/Deputy Mayor Fenwick, Deputy Controller Streeter, Police Chief Hofmann and Fire Chief Batalis were present. 
Council President Joe Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 
COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS:  Councilor Freeman would like Jackie Nytes from the Library Board to speak at the October Council meeting.  She said there is a stormwater management form on the City’s website for stormwater issues; sidewalks on Ledgestone Court and the 6100 block on Carrington need to be repaired; the intersection at 59th Street and Lee Road needs the lines repainted; the guardrail by the PX has not been repaired by the City of Indianapolis; concerned about police and fire retirees health insurance; parking issues at Porter Books and Bread at 5719 Lawton Loop E. Drive.  Councilor Wheeler expressed concerns about a weight limit on Carroll Road from 86th Street to Pendleton Pike.  She said there is a Town Hall meeting on August 29, 2016 at 7pm at Amy Beverland to discuss trail plans in the City of Lawrence.  Councilor Wells expressed concerns about tall weeds on Sunnyside Road by the sports complex; he also discussed traffic issues at the intersection at 46th Street and Franklin Road.  Councilor Giles echoed Councilor Wells concerns about the intersection at 46th Street and Franklin Road.  He said there needs to be a town hall meeting to discuss the issue.  Councilor Shevlot thanked the Controller for providing financial reports in a timely manner.  He also requested that the necessary finance committee meetings be scheduled and publically noticed far enough in advance to ensure that both the Council members and interested citizens can plan to attend.
APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS:  Councilor Freeman moved to approve Payroll Claims for $794,374.23 [July 31, 2016 payroll] and invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $2,657,257.38]. The motion was seconded by Councilor Wheeler.  By a show of hands, the vote to approve the vouchers carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: Resolution No. 11, 2016, approving the City of Lawrence Redevelopment Commission’s declaratory resolution to expand Pendleton Pike allocation area, remains in the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee for deliberation.  Councilor Giles requested a 60 day extension for committee action on Resolution No. 11, 2016.  
Proposal No. 14, 2016, Title 3, Article 2, Chapter 4, Section 4, Subsection (A) of the Municipal Code of the City of Lawrence, Indiana, with respect to no parking zones, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Wheeler said the Code Committee met and recommended a “do pass” for Proposal No. 14, 2016 with amendments.  Councilor Jones explained the amendments.  Councilor Jones moved to accept Proposal No. 14, 2016 as amended in place of the original 
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proposal.  The motion to amend Proposal No. 14, 2016 was seconded by Councilor Allen and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council. Councilor Shevlot moved to adopt amended Proposal No. 14, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Jones and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.     
NEW BUSINESS:  Councilor Williams said nominations for a member of the Utility Service Board (term expires 9-7-20) were open for consideration.  Attorney Hughes explained why the appointment was necessary.  Councilor Wheeler nominated Terry Gingles.  Councilor Wells nominated Linda Treat.  Councilor Williams announced that, there being no further nominations, nominations were closed.  Clerk Walton distributed paper ballots.  The Clerk tallied the votes.  Nine votes were cast, 6 votes for Terry Gingles (Councilors Williams, Chavis, Freeman, Giles, Wheeler and Allen) and 3 votes for Linda Treat (Councilors Wells, Jones and Shevlot).  Clerk Walton announced that Terry Gingles was elected to the Utility Service Board.
ADMINISTRATION COMMENTS:  Mayor Collier addressed the Council.  He discussed:
· The intersection at 46th Street and Franklin Road.
· There are no weight limits on Carroll Road.
· Tall weeds on the property on Sunnyside Road by the sports complex are privately owned and are the responsibility of the owner.
· He will check on the re-painting of the lines at the intersection at 59th Street and Lee Road.
· Questions about CDC properties need to be addressed to Chris Barnett.
Mayor Collier responded to questions from the Council.  
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Council, the meeting was adjourned, at 7:10 p.m., by the unanimous vote of the Council.
