Regular Meeting

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Council Members Joe Williams, Lisa Chavis, Tom Shevlot, Sherron Freeman, William Tyrrell Giles, Rick Wells, Greg Allen and Elizabeth Wheeler were present.

ALSO PRESENT:  Clerk Kathleen Walton and Attorney Jonathan Hughes (Bose McKinney & Evans LLP) 
STAFF PRESENT: Mayor Collier, Controller/Deputy Mayor Fenwick, Deputy Controller Streeter, Corporation Counsel Gutting, Deputy Police Chief Bigsbee, Captain Steele, Fire Chief Batalis, Park Superintendent Martin, PIO/Audio Visual Griffin and Administrative Assistant Mary Jo Rothenbush were present.

Council President Joe Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 
There was a presentation for Blue Star Banners.

COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS:  Councilor Freeman discussed the need for a guard rail at Shadeland Way and Elmhurst Drive.  She expressed concerns about the tall weeds at 5968 Sunnyside Road.  At the request of Councilor Freeman, Jacqueline Nytes, CEO of The Indianapolis Public Library, presented an update on the library coming to the City of Lawrence.  Councilor Wells asked which fund the new street signs were coming from and the funding for the $50 prescriptions for all employees.  He expressed concerns about parking issues at 46th Street by the senior housing building.  Councilor Shevlot discussed the need to repair the sidewalk at 6434 Harrison Ridge Blvd.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Councilor Freeman moved to approve the minutes of the regular meetings on September 6, 2016 and September 21, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Wheeler and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS: Councilor Wheeler moved to approve Payroll Claims for $782,779.26 [September 15, 2016 payroll], payroll Claims for $810,141.04 [September 30, 2016 payroll]and invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $2,104,371.33]. The motion was seconded by Councilor Freeman.  Controller Fenwick responded to questions from the Council.  Following discussion, by a show of hands, the motion carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:  Councilor Giles said the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee met on September 19, 2016 and discussed Proposal 17, 2016 and Proposal 20, 2016.  They are still in committee.  Councilor Williams extended the time for the proposals to stay in committee.  Councilor Wheeler said Proposal No. 23, 2016 is in the Code Committee.  Councilor Williams said the Committee of the Whole met and discussed budgets with department heads.
PUBLIC HEARING: Pursuant to advertising, Councilor Williams opened the floor for the public hearing concerning Proposal No. 20, 2016.  Councilor Williams called for comment and testimony.  There were no public comments.  Thereupon, the public hearing was closed.  
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UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  Proposal No. 17, 2016, fixing salaries of appointed officers and employees of the City of Lawrence, Indiana, for the year 2017, is in the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee. 
Proposal No. 20, 2016, appropriations and tax rates for the 2017 budget year, is in the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee.

Proposal No. 23, 2016, amending Title 3, Article 2, Chapter 4, Section 4, Subsection (A) of the Municipal Code of the City of Lawrence, Indiana, with respect to no parking zones, is in the Code Committee.
NEW BUSINESS:  Proposal No. 24, 2016, establishing a water cash reserve fund, a sewer cash reserve fund, and concerning payments from the City Utilities to the City of Lawrence, was introduced and read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Williams assigned Proposal No. 24, 2016 to the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee.

ADMINISTRATION COMMENTS:  Mayor Collier addressed the Council.  He discussed several concerns that were raised earlier in the meeting and responded to questions from the Council.
